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Technology in the classroom has increasingly become an important educational tool at Curley. Our primary goal has been to equip our teachers with the technology tools necessary to help us provide the best possible education for our students and prepare them for college. In 2005, the school initiated a Tablet PC / Plasma Screen program for teachers. Since the beginning of the program we have continued the process of providing our teachers with Tablet PC’s and equipping our classrooms with 50” Plasma Screens, Electronic Whiteboards, Projectors, Video Players and Student Response Systems (clickers). In the classroom, our teachers make excellent use of these invaluable tools to present class material through Power Point presentations, video clips, Internet resources, giving notes and more.
To date, each of our classroom teachers make effective use of a Tablet PC. Nearly 90% of our classrooms have a plasma screen or Electronic Whiteboard. Each classroom is equipped with its own desktop computer and printer; our 4 science labs are like mini-computer labs each having 8 computer workstations. Our two student computer labs are equipped with 30 computers each, as well as two network printers. These labs are used for classes and are available to students before and after school. The Curley Library has 11 computers and a network printer for students to study and do research, all the while taking advantage of our newly upgraded electronic card catalogue and 8 Internet-based research databases. In addition, our Guidance Office is equipped with 3 student computers and a printer for researching and gathering college information so students may make a more informed choice about their future. In all we have 212 school-based computers at Curley, 175 of which are for direct use by our students. That’s a student to computer ratio of 3.3 to 1.
Over the past two years, we have made major investments and additions to our hardware and software. With five network servers, three of which were added during the summer of 2008, we have migrated to an all Microsoft Windows Server environment and a Microsoft Exchange / Outlook email system.  We continue to provide our students with their own network and email accounts. There is even space on the server for them to save their school work. We have also added a new Internet filter system, a new backup system and created a wireless network.
With the installation of our wireless network in the fall of 2007 we encourage our students to register and use their own laptop computers in school for class and as an additional resource for school work during their unscheduled time. Teachers also take advantage of the new wireless system using their Tablet PC which allows for greater mobility in the classroom and the school without the need of being “tied” to a desk or a specific location.
With the introduction of Edline this year we have opened a new dimension not only in technology but in Curley education. Teachers still use GradeQuick Web as their electronic grade book but with the addition of Edline, there is an open portal of communication among students, parents and teachers. With Edline, parents can see their son’s posted grades, homework assignments and other information about school and class activities. Edline is, in many ways, a mini-web page for each teacher and class.

Looking to the future we plan to continue to equip our classrooms with plasma screens or Electronic Whiteboards. Our teachers will be trained to be more effective users of current technologies. The technology staff will continue the rotation process of our Tablet PC’s and desktop computers so that no computer will be older than five years. Our Technology Committee will continue to examine new technologies as they become available and implement those technology tools which will better serve the educational needs of our students.
